When the 
battery needs to be changed simply remove the screws 
and back cover and replace the battery with an SL-760 
AA 3.6V Tadiran battery (THS-839-105) available at 
www.ThermoWorks.com. Failure to use the same type 
of battery may result in decreased battery life.
